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English Teachers Language Awareness: Investigation
and Implications

[ Abstract] This paper investigated 80 English teachers language awareness. They were from primary and
middle schoolsin Gansu province. The questionnaire on language awareness cons sted of 4 parts: phonetic and
grammar , linguigic knowledge, background knowledge of English countries, and teaching bdiefs. The
gatigtica results and the interviews showed that their language awareness level was very low , which directly
influenced their teaching beliefs and methods. It believed that the improvement of teachers language awareness
could guarantee the further development of English teaching in primary and middle schools.
