The reader is even more surprised when Hannah was called Mrs. Smithson officially in the pension form while still relishing the fond memory of the first kiss by Ralph Wellings.

3. Students may respond to the question that they knew the answer from the third paragraph or from other paragraphs. Ask them to give reasons or clues.

c. The content of speech is far more important than fluency.

d. Students of English do not have to be obsessed with the goal to sound exactly like a native speaker from the UK, US, Australia, Canada, or New Zealand. But they must attain a certain degree of acceptability by native speakers of English.
